The institution is yet to receive any guidelines fromits
affiliating university regardi ng Academ c Bank of Credits.

17.Skill development:

Since the college is yet to take up NEP 2020 and is presently
followi ng the CBCS node, only those Skill devel opnment courses are
foll owed which feature in the CBCS curricula. The institution
presently offers 15 Honours courses and 02 Programme Courses and
all of these courses have specific syllabi on Skill Enhancenent
Courses (SEC) which are taken up to enhance the soft skills of
the students. Al so since this academ c session is nuch affected
by the nation-wi de | ockdown, the institution hardly had any scope
of introducing training-based skill enhancenent courses. However,
val ue- based education was chiefly inparted through the Language
Core Courses (LCC) which include literary texts that

i ncul cate positivity and devel op humani stic and et hi cal

val ues. The institution also tried to instill values of

t rut hf ul ness, conduct, peace and |ove through its

Presently there are no online courses related to integration of

| anguage and cul ture through the CBCS system of education
particularly in subjects |ike English, Bengali, H story,
Political Science and the |ike and the sane are taught online
because of the ongoi ng pandem c. Teaching is usually done using
both English and vernacul ar ( except English, Bengali, Sanskrit
and Arabic). Al question papers are set both in English and
vernacul ar. The coll ege has Bengali and Sanskrit in Honours and
Programre Courses and Arabic is taught through Programme Course
only. Since NEP 2020 is yet to be introduced, 'specific good
